In mo-

nastic garb, he attended to his duties 

with a great spirit of perfection which 

belied his slight stature.  He was known as a 

wonderworker, and one of his deeds consisted in 

keeping the lamps of the church lighted even 

with water or oil in them.  Word of his holiness 

and extraordinary powers spread far and wide, 

prompting many to ask spiritual favors of him.
