St. Maximilian Kolbe,
Pray for Us!

Saint Maximillan Kolbe was born in Poland. During WWII, he published anti-Nazi publications and was even-
tually arrested. He was sent to the Auschwitz Concentration Camp where he continued to minister and aid
his fellow prisoners. Saint Maximillian Kolbe volunteered to take the place of a stranger to be killed. He was
considered a martyr for these actions. During his life, he had a strong devotion to the Virgin Mary and helped
his fellow monks to publish numerous books, a daily newspaper, and pamphlets in devotion to her. His
monthly magazine was published for more than 1 million Polish Catholics. He even gained a

radio license to spread God’s word and devotion to the Mother Mary. Page 1
