but one widow gave all that she had. She gave her whole living to God. She was all in. She did not 

keep back anything for “just in case” it did not work out. She trusted just as St. Kateri did when she 

left her tribe to follow her heart to God.

Saint Kateri Tekakwitha was born to a Mohawk chief father and an Algonquin Christian mother in New 

York. Her parents and brother died from a smallpox outbreak in the tribe. She then moved to live with her 

uncle and aunt who did not support her being a Christian. At age 17 she refused to get married and at 18 

instead began learning with a priest instead. Her tribe was so mean to her that she left the tribe and went 

to live at a mission with other Native American Christians.  She is the patron saint of Indigenous People, 

the environment, and people in exile.

At age 19, St. Kateri was baptized.  She lived with her tribe for six months following her 

baptism before the abuse from her tribe was so great that her spiritual leader feared for 

her life. 3 Native American Christians came to visit the tribe and that was St. Kateri’s 

chance to escape. Her uncle was gone on a hunting trip so, it was the perfect opportuni-

ty. She asked the men if she could travel with them and they agreed. That night she 

snuck away from the village but her absence was noticed. A message was sent to her 

uncle and he quickly came back to the village to find St. Kateri. Her uncle came close to 

finding her but eventually she was able to make the journey. 
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St. Kateri was given the nickname 

“Lily of the Mohawks”. The name 

was given for her kindness, faith, 

prayer and heroic suffering.
