Saint Fillan was an Irish missionary who came 

to Scottland to teach others about God. It is 

said he used a cave to hide with converting lo-

cal people to Christianity. The cave was dark 

and St. Fillan had difficulty reading and prepar-

ing his sermons. He asked God for help and God 

granted him a glowing left arm. The cave was lit 

by his left arm and then he could write with his 

right arm. St. Fillan is closely related to helping 

those that suffer from struggles mentally such 

as anxiety, depression, etc. A small pond in 

Scotland is said to aid miracles from Saint Fillan.  

Those that suffer mental struggles can sub-

merge in the water and be healed with prayers 

for help from St. Fillan.
