Along side her husband 

and his brother they set out to properly bury 

Christian martyrs. The attention this brought to 

her though ended causing her to be sought out 

and taken prisoner and tortured with her hus-

band, and his brother. St. Cecilia was to burned 

but no matter how hot the fire she didn’t even 

sweat. So she was taken and her head severed.  

It is said that she spoke and prayed along with 

those that were gathered until her death.
