Her visions started as early as age 3 but
she did not recognize them as visions until she was a bit older. St. Hildegard was a renaissance woman,
which means that she was very good at many different things. She was a composer, writer, artist, prophet,
poet, mystic, pharmacist, and much more. She was an abbess in her monastery and led her fellow nuns to
move to a new convent. St. Hildegard held the unity of God’s creations and men and women in that world
with high respect. She was canonized (or made a Saint) in 2010.
